Healthy Winter Activities

During our cold, snowy winters, many of us feel
like hibernating. There are many interesting
outdoor activities your family camy during the
winter.

There are mangledding hillsin the Huntley/Lake
in the Hills area. Please remember to sled in se
areas where there are no obstructions like trees
fences or streets at the end of the run. Sled slo
should also not be too steep and end with a flat
runoff. Avoid sledding hillghat are too icy! If
you sled feet first or sitting up, instead of lying
down head first, you can prevent head injuries.
Steerable sleds, not snow disks or inner tubes,
the safest types of sleds.

Another fun local activity isce skating Make
sure you skate only on approved surfaces with ¢
green flag posted. Never skate on a pond with
red flag, even if it seems iced over! Advise youl
children to skate in the same direction as the
crowd and avoid darting across the ice. While
they might be grat skaters, others on the ice ma
not be!

Even during the winter, it is important to get
outside to enjoy some fresh air. Please remember
to dress your children appropriately. Set
reasonable time limits on outdoor play to prevent
hypothermia and frostbite. Have children come
inside periodically to warm up. There is nothing
like a hot chocolate break in the middle of building
a snow fort!
